MEDICATION GUIDELINES

In an attempt to more efficiently administrate Eagle Hill’s Health Office, we have developed the following guidelines with regard to medications:

· A written order from a physician is required for all prescription and non-prescription medications. This includes over-the-counter products, herbal products, and vitamins. We also require written authorization from the parent or guardian who is requesting administration of ordered medication.

· It is the responsibility of the parent to see that an adult delivers the medication directly to the health office. If this is not possible, medications can also be sent via the mail or Fed Ex. Students are NOT allowed to have medications in

      their possession at any time.

· Prescription medication must be in the most recent pharmacy bottle and non-prescription products must be in the original container or package.

· Under NO circumstances will medications be turned over to a student.  Medications will only be given to a parent, or an adult whom the parent designates to transport the medication.

· If a student is not in attendance at a time when he/she is due to take a 

      medication (i.e., student is late for school), it will be assumed that the     

                  medication was given by the parent unless we hear differently from you.
